Thanks to dedicated staff and volunteers, he 

is going through clicker training, and is building trust in humans (he’s already mastered 

the nose boop). VIC can usually be petted (with the help of Churu), but be sure to go 

slow so you don’t startle him. In a quiet home with a patient adopter, his progress 

should continue, probably at a faster pace than in the shelter environment. VIC enjoys 

the company of other cats, and may do best in a home with a cat friend.
